Phil Chalmers has been writing books, 

speaking, and researching youth culture since 
1985.  Phil is concerned with the well-being of 
today's youth, and he has devoted his life to edu-
cating and guiding teens toward a more positive, 
healthy, and safe lifestyle.  Phil has appeared in 
many media outlets, including the Montel Wil-
liams Show and the Howard Stern Show. He has 
interviewed the likes of Charles Manson and 
David Berkowitz to television personality Joe 
Schillaci, homicide detective from the A&E show 
"The First 48."  He is the author of several books, 
including "Can You Handle the Truth," and pro-
duced two video series, including the hit series 
"True Lies," about today's destructive and violent 
media.  His latest project is a book for Thomas 
Nelson Publishers titled "Inside the Mind of a 
Teen Killer,” his ten year study of teen killers and 
school shooters.  The street date for this highly 
anticipated book is May 5, 2009.  He is also 
working on a reality television series titled "Teen 
Killers," which will give viewers a chance to meet 
many of the subjects of his non-fiction book.  
 

Lieutenant John Kost of the Sarasota 

County Sheriff’s Office has been working in the 
counter terrorism field since September 11, 2001.  
On that day he was detailed out to the US Secret 
Service working as counter surveillance for Presi-
dent Bush’s visit to Booker Elementary School, in 
Sarasota, Florida.  From that day forward he has 
been working with the Florida Department of Law 
Enforcement’s Regional Domestic Security Task 
Force and the FBI’s Joint Terrorism Task Force.  
He has taken current declassified information on 
al-Qaida’s targeting methodology of hard, soft 
and symbolic targets and put together a program 
to assist law enforcement, school officials, and 
private sector officials in detecting, disruption, 
and identification of persons conducting pre-
operational surveillance on their buildings and 

schools.  Lt. Kost will touch on the history of 
terrorism abroad and in the US.  He will do a 
comparative analysis of our schools to Israeli 
schools in reference to protection. He will also 
speak about the Perfect Day Scenario, which 
was declassified in April of 2002.  He started 
sharing that information in May of 2002.  In the 
past five years he has spoken on these subjects 
across our nation on behalf of the School Safety 
Advocacy Council, National Association of 
School Resource Officers, Florida Association of 
School Resource Officers, International Asso-
ciation of Chiefs of Police, Baltimore County 
Public Schools and Security Solutions Interna-
tional.

Nominations for the following seats will be accepted until 

September 19, 2008 at 12 midnight. All nominations 

MUST be received in our office by that date.  Nomi-

nations or letters of intent to seek office will not be ac-

cepted by fax, in person delivery or any other means 

other then US Postal Service to PO Box 2103, Fort Lee, 

NJ 07024 Attn: Election Committee.  
 
Positions Open: 

To apply for any of the following positions (with the 

exception of 2nd Vice President) you must be a sworn 

law enforcement officer in good standing with NJASRO 

(dues paid member).  Board members are expected to 

attend monthly board meetings and the annual confer-

ence.  In order to apply for 2nd Vice President you must 

have filled a previous term on the NJASRO board.  

 

2nd Vice President- The 2nd Vice-President will have 

powers and perform such duties as the NJASRO Board 

of Directors or by-laws may prescribe.  The 2nd VP is an 

8 year commitment.   After two years the 2nd VP auto-

matically becomes the 1st VP, then the President two 

years after that and then Past President for the remaining 

two years. 

 

Secretary- The Secretary will keep Books of Minutes, 

give notice of meetings, and will have such other powers 

and perform such other duties as the Board or by-laws 

may prescribe:  

 

Treasurer- The Treasurer will keep and maintain ade-

quate and correct books and accounts of NJASRO's 

properties and transactions.  The Treasurer will send to 

the members financial statements and reports (upon 

request) as are required to be given by law or the Board. 

The Treasurer shall deposit all money and other valu-

ables in the name of and to the credit of the NJASRO 

with such depositories as the Board may designate.  At 

the end of each year term of office or at the discretion of 

the Board, the Treasurer will submit the Books of Ac-

counts to an independent, external agency for an audit.  

 

Sgt at Arms- The Sergeant-at-Arms is responsible for 

the set up and order of business meetings. The Sgt at 

Arms maintains order and the flow of business meet-

ings.  
 

Regional Directors, Region 1-2.  In order to submit a 

letter of interest to seek office or nomination for a Re-

gional Director Position, the applicant must be employed 

within the region she/he is applying for.  Regional Direc-

tor is a two year term.  Regional Directors are responsi-

ble for promoting annual membership in NJASRO 

through membership drives; Encourage renewals of 

lapsed memberships; Host NJASRO training courses 

within your region. Contribute news to the quarterly 

NJASRO newsletter, The Progress Report. Promote 

NJASRO through law enforcement conferences and 

other means available.
